Anthony W. Young is a native of Vero Beach. Tony retired in 2006 from the Army
Medical Department as a Colonel in the Medical Service Corps, which completed 30
years of service. His academic background includes an MBA and a Masters of :

Strategic Studies. In 2005 and 2006, he instructed graduate education to federal, =

foreign and domestic senior leaders at the Army War College in Carlisle PA.

He comes from a stock dominated by Irish immi-
grants that arrived in the early 1800's. His great-great grandfather was a shoemaker born in Auburn, New
York in May 1858. The venture to the Florida frontier came at the turn of century from lllinois and Mis-
souri.

Tony's interests include travel, public service and Civil War, state, and local history. His presentation on
the Battle of Gettysburg offers insight into the leadership dilemmas facing senior leaders. He enjoys com-
munity involvement, support of veterans and remains active in his faith. He is a son, husband and a father of
a University of Florida alumni.

Tony attended St Helen's School and is a distinguished graduate of Vero Beach High School and the
Virginia Military Institute. His military service included 11 years in Germany. He has traveled extensively
with 18 moves that included Atlanta GA, San Antonio, TX and numerous trips to Washington, DC. He
now resides in his boyhood home in McAnsh Park.

Expanding on an idea of Pam Cooper’s that we could have small groups of people who shared a common
interest in researching a particular place or subject, Cindy Davis soon came up with the acronym GIG,
which stands for Genealogy Interest Group.

For me, the best part is the personal bonding that
has formed among us over the years. That can be seen in the encouragement and kindness of our
members.
