Since bounty-land was generally unavailable fotlesgient until long after the military service wandered, it is likely that the
serviceman getting cash in hand felt like he hategahe better deal.

Even some of the poorest farmers attempted to engalgnd speculation when or if the opportunitysa. Whether he squatted
on land hoping for a successful preemption claimrcpased more land than he needed in hopes ofearuat re-sale for profit,
purchased entries and surveys, or any other retatsbns by using the same logic, it is still cdeed land speculation.
