Genealogy research can be
exciting at times and other times
exasperating. I've been searching
for clues about my family for years
and just recently hit a genealogical
gold mine.

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was a treasure! We ended our visits
with a trip around town to visit the
gravesites of my ancestors and
photo shoots of my great grand-
father’s home.

Now, the gold didn’t end there.

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GIG’s: Providing Help, Learning, and Fun

I became interested in geneal-
ogy nearly seven years ago because
of a disagreement between my
wife, Fern, and one of her sisters.
“Grandma,” Fern’s sister insisted,
said that their family line came
from Scotland. (This was news to
everyone else!) Determined to
prove or disprove this claim, Fern
and I began a trip into the past
which became both an addiction
and a new hobby. After many
exciting discoveries, including
finding Fern’s six Mayflower
ancestors, we are still looking for
that elusive Scottish ancestor.

Fern then suggested that I do
my own family. That, I thought,
would be impossible. With four
Swedish grandparents and a
system in which last names
changed with every generation, I
believed that researching in
Sweden would be impossible.

Then, about four years ago,
Fern and I became members of the
new Swedish GIG, coordinated by
Diane Macgowan. I quickly learned
that researching in Sweden is
actually easy, once you know the

parish that your ancestors came
from. After a trip back to Connecti-
cut to visit city and town halls, I
was able to find the parish of one of
my grandfathers. I posted a mes-
sage on Anbytarforum, the Swedish
message board for genealogists.

I was astounded to receive an
immediate response from a gene-
alogist there who was the husband
of a cousin, one of many cousins
that I never knew about before.

I've since traced the lines of
three of my grandparents with the
generous help of various genealo-
gists in Sweden. I've also mastered
the amazing program Genline,
which allows one to search and
read the original church records
online. I have also joined the DIS
Computer Genealogy Society of
Sweden to work on the fourth
Swedish grandparent’s family.

The basic premise of the Swed-
ish GIG is members helping each
other trace our roots in Sweden.
But, it is by no means the only
thing we do. Diane, our coordina-
tor, taught herself Swedish and has
run workshops to help us to read

at the annual Valentine’s Day seminar, February 10, 2007

“The facts, just the facts, ma’am.” Many of you will remember that line from
the well-known TV show, Dragnet. Did you know it’s an important aspect of
‘investigating your ancestors’ according to Pamela Boyer Porter, CG, CGL?
Pam was our guest speaker at the annual Valentine seminar held at the IRCC
Richardson Center in Vero Beach. Pam shared her knowledge and experience
in a variety of topics from Rogues & Rascals to using common techniques
employed by criminal investigators.

Pam’s career as a professional genealogist had roots in law enforcement. She
was the first woman in Roswell, New Mexico law enforcement to hold a position
within the police force. Today, public speaking comes easy to her after years of
being the education officer at the University of Mexico. As a researcher, author
and lecturer, she is also president of her own company, Memory Lane, Inc.,
which provides genealogical research services, seminars, and assistance in
publishing one’s family history.

During a phone conversation, Pam stated that “technology and computers
have played a major role in the way people research, record their findings and
analyze their results, plus it certainly has benefitted the way people share that
information.”

Her lectures confirmed that computers, alone, still do not take the place of
talking with our living relatives, letter writing, or reading the printed word,
to name just a few ways we can “hatch, match and dispatch” that material, and
she presented several case studies at the seminar to verify that fact.

We hope the Valentine seminar helped expand your knowledge and further
your quest to “leave no stone unturned.” A huge thanks to those who's time and
effort made the day a success.
